Ms. Maley began the meeting at 2:19 p.m.  She provided a brief overview of the structure for the meeting and then introduced Research Triangle Institute (RTI) representatives.
RTI Presentation

· Delaware Specifics – A Summary of the 1996 RTI Delaware Proposal
· Changes in the State of Science since the first proposal

· Outline of what an updated proposal may look like today

Questions and Answers
Following RTI’s presentation, Ms. Maley opened the floor to questions from Committee members and the public.
Q. John Austin, CCP – What is the smallest political subdivision that can be discerned in this study?

A.  RTI - County

Q.  Kim Furtado, CCP – Raised concerns regarding body burden and biochemical markers.  Will these indicators/elements be utilized and part of this study?

A.  RTI – These elements and indicators, particularly biochemical markers are very much in the active research realm rather than this type of study.

Statement:  John Austin, CCP – made a statement related to risk analysis and this study.

Q.  Kim Furtado, CCP – What body burdens are within attainment status and what are not in attainment status?  A threshold needs to be set as well as to establish health-based attainment standards.  What do we do with the data once we have it?  What do groups generally do with the data once they have it?

A.  RTI – RTI does not release the data they only help states and groups analyze the data

Statement - Dr.  Silverman stated that we should have better data of what people are being exposed to and this will generate more questions such as:

· Is it good or bad?

· Do we act on it or not?

· What health impact does it have?

We may not be able to provide answers to some questions due to the state of the science.

RTI agreed with this and stated that the state of science will provide limitations, but data collection will be a good step to create baseline.  Ms. Maley added that some data will provide information to draw some conclusions that will help inform the public.

Ms. Furtado stated that she and her group are looking for regulatory action against source polluters.  In response, Mr. Mirzakhalili provided some general comments related to toxic chemicals.

Q.  Bill Zak, CCP – Why did the 1996 study rule out Plan A for this study?  Why is the State only focusing on plan C?  Why did the State rule out emissions testing as described in Plan A? (making reference to Indian River Cancer Cluster)

A.  Discussion revealed that the Plan C proposal was encompassing of Plans A and B in the report.  Plan C was the more comprehensive proposal, included ambient air monitoring and point source emission.
Mr. Zak responded that he would like ambient air monitoring in study, but would like the point source emissions as well.

Q.  Kim Furtado, CCP – Will you do the study around pollution sources?

A.  RTI - Location of where the study will be conducted will be part of the proposal

Q.  John Austin, CCP - Commented that he is looking for a policy from the State that triggers corrective action.  Will measuring Dioxin be on the table for the study?

A.  Rick Greene, DNREC – Provided an explanation of what DNREC has done related to Dioxin data in fish.

Q.  Kevin Eichinger, Environment Committee member – Does a study like this draw a correlation between smoke stack emission and human exposure?

A.  Meg Maley, Chair, Environment Committee – We will obtain baseline data of what is showing up in people’s bodies in order to move forward for future.

Q.  Jill Rogers, DPH – Will samples still be there in future when science changes so that we can go back in order to answer future questions?

A.  RTI – samples should be archived in order to draw timeline.

Ms. Maley concluded the meeting by thanking everyone for attending.  She asked that if there are additional comments or questions that they be sent to Katherine.Hughes@state.de.us within one week of this meeting.
