Committee members reviewed and approved the July 16, 2007 Disparities Expert Resource Committee meeting minutes without changes.  


Welcome/New Member Introductions

Ms. Jill Rogers welcomed the Committee.  Members and Guests introduced themselves around the table.
Sinai’s Improving Community Health Surveys Presentation
Ms. Jill Rogers introduced Ms. Ami Shah of The Sinai Urban Health Institute and explained Ms. Shah was attending to present a Sinai study that closely resembles the model the Disparities Committee plans to use for addressing Objective 1a.  Ms. Shah gave the Committee a presentation entitled “Improving Community Health Survey,” which outlined the following components of the community health survey study  Sinai Urban Health Institute conducted in urban Chicago over a period of five years:  
· Rationale, Development and Implementation of study
· Selected Survey Findings

· Translation of Findings

· Lessons Learned

Mr. P.J. Grier inquired if any similar projects had been previously completed.  Ms. Shah explained that New York City and Los Angeles County Departments of Public Health had done similar community level survey work focusing on disparities that Sinai utilized in designing their model.  Mr. Grier also asked if any follow up was done after the initial survey was completed. Ms. Shah indicated that they do conduct routine surveys and will continue to do so with necessary funding.  Dr. Jaime Rivera asked if the survey results yielded any additional information that was previously unknown through statistics, hospital discharge and census data.  Ms. Shah reported that, prior to the survey they did not have any public data available at a community level.  Furthermore, Dr. Rivera went on to ask if healthcare providers are required to collect race/ethnicity information.  Ms. Shah replied that this, along with cultural competency was not yet included in their policy as a requirement. 
Approve Recommended Community Selection Criteria & Selected Committees
Ms. Sue Myers from Health Equity Associates explained that she would be working with the Committee over the several months to apply the community level survey work to Delaware as outlined in the Disparities Committee Objective 1a. Ms. Myers gave a brief presentation entitled “Neighborhood Level Health Assessment” and reviewed the project components with the Committee, which included:

· Pilot Neighborhood Survey and Methodology

· Neighborhood Health Advocates

· Neighborhood Health Scholars

· Neighborhood Health Forums

At the conclusion of the presentation, Ms. Myers introduced the census tracts of probable interest for the Disparities Committee year 1 pilot study.  She went on to explain that there were multiple contributing factors in choosing the tracts.  The most essential being that the census tracts should represent minority/low income communities that also have a Hispanic representation.  The goal for this meeting was for the group to identify what tracts they would like to pilot and suggest leaders in those communities that could be contacted for requested study participation.  Ms. Alisa Olshefsky clarified that the Committee should only be conducting one pilot this year,  as survey development needs to be a collaborative process with community involvement, which will take time.  The tracts the Committee chooses today will be piloted this year and the results will be evaluated to ascertain further steps for full implementation in the next fiscal year.  After some discussion, the group felt census tracts 22, 23, and 26 were the most appropriate to pilot the project.  However, members  felt they needed more specific information (such as the streets and neighborhoods that encompass these census tracts) to appropriately suggest community leaders.  Following the meeting, Ms. Myers said she would email members the requested tract information, which would enable them to make suggestions about possible community leaders.  Members were requested to provide their suggestions via email to Ms. Jill Rogers or Ms. Ashley Wells.
Champions of Change Cost Analysis
The Champions of Change Cost Analysis was postponed until the next Disparities Committee meeting on November 19, 2007
Approve Screening for Life Prostate Screening Guidelines
The proposed Screening for Life Prostate Screening Guidelines, which were developed by the Early Detection and Prevention Committee (ED&P),  were reviewed.   As of this month, Screening for Life will cover prostate cancer screening.  Dr. Rivera inquired as to whether ED&P had taken into account cases that may require a second opinion, including those that may need to be referred out of state and more specifically who would be responsible for paying. Additionally, Dr. Rivera was interested if there are existing guidelines that clarify when it is appropriate to make a referral for a second opinion. Dr. Rivera suggested contact be made with Dr. Andrew Glick, a urologist in the Wilmington region, to inquire how often biopsies are sent out of state, why they do this and who pays for them.  An update will be provided at the next meeting.
