Cancer Education Alliance Update
      Michelle Eichinger updated committee members on the status of Cancer Education Alliance Workshop scheduled to be held on October 8, 2008 at Delaware Technical and Community College.  Guest speakers will be William Jamison, Communications Consultant 

Certified Crisis Emergency Risk Communications Trainer, and Division of Public Health epidemiologists Dr. Allison Shevock and Karen Nunley who will update attendees on cancer data in the State of Delaware. The caterer for the event will be Main Street Market. To date 50 people have registered, the capacity is 80-100. Invitations have been sent to DCC and Alliance members. An announcement for the workshop has also been sent to the Delaware Medical Society.  Dr. Surina Jordan asked if committee members know what audience should the committee be reaching out to invite to the workshop. Cary McCartin suggests first responders such as the cancer help line and Michelle Eichinger suggests the Delaware Help Line, which is contracted by the Division of Public Health to take calls and direct callers to appropriate cancer resources. 
Speakers Bureau Update

      Cary McCartin updated committee members on the status of the Speaker’s Bureau. Cary McCartin and Jill Royston met with Michelle Eichinger and Joya Asika from the Division of Public Health, via conference call, to discuss the DCC website: how easy is it to create a page on the website, can it be done, when and how can it be done, and funding issues. Also, the Workplace/Workforce committee is creating a website that will provide a line to the Speaker’s Bureau webpage. Cary McCartin stated that they are unable to move forward with the Speaker’s Bureau until the media contract process is completed which could be 6-8 weeks; it could be December before they are able to get started. Michelle Eichinger suggested that while waiting the CPE committee should begin working on curricula so that once preliminary steps are completed and the contract done they will be ready to move on the Speaker’s Bureau web page. Jill Royston and Cary McCartin have a letter to send out to speakers but it must be approved by the Advisory Council to ensure it is written in DCC language. Cary McCartin stated they do not want to contact prospective speakers until they have tangible information to share with them. The development of the Speaker’s Bureau is on track with the Purple Book timeline.
 “Connections to Learning” Update
         Becky King updated the committee on Connections to Learning. The Department of Education wants to incorporate Connections to Learning into everyone’s work plan. The DOE has a program called Delaware Education Support System (DESS) which has three domains under it: Connections to Learning, Leadership for Learning, and Teaching and Learning. DESS looks at the domain of teaching and learning. The tool kits have been finalized. The tool kit helps schools with a lot of activities in choosing programs for their school based upon their data driven match. A possible method for distributing the tool kit will be through the website. Nemours Conference will be held October 23-24; Becky King will be speaking about Corrections to Learning. Ad-hoc Committee consisting of Jeanne Chiquoine, Marianne Carter, and Heather Homick will meet prior to next CPE meeting to discuss developing curriculum models.
Updates/Other
           Dr. Surina Jordan asked about Delaware Cancer Registry and if it is meeting national standards. Michelle Eichinger stated due to the State of Maryland’s cancer data being misreported by the contractor an audit is currently being conducted. The audit is to ensure the Delaware Cancer Registry’s records are accurate since we use the same contractor.
