Committee members approved the September 21, 2009 Early Prevention & Detection meeting minutes. 

Welcome, New Committee Member (s) and/or Staff Introductions:
Dr.  Stephen Grubbs called the meeting to order.

Updates from Last Meeting
Ms. Lisa Henry enlightens the committee about Blue Cross Blue Shield, stating that a conference call scheduled with Dr. Kaplin. He had to cancel and has not been rescheduled. The meeting was to discuss members screening information and to give the information to the Cancer Screening Nurse Navigators. Also, about Claims Data. Ms. Henry will keep the committee posted on this update. The Data Committee will consist of Disparities, Quality of Life, Data, and Early Detection and Prevention. Bill Bowser initiated the conference call. 
Media Campaigns
Ms. Henry provided an overview of Media Campaigns that will be airing during Fiscal Year 2010.  Ms. Henry noted that the Prostate Cancer media campaign ran from June to July of 2009 and according to the Delaware Helpline there was an increase in calls related to cancer screening during this time period.  Ms. Henry also stated that the Screening for Life program has seen an increase in the number of men enrolling to receive a prostate cancer screening.    
In addition to the Prostate Cancer media campaign, the DPH will also air a “Talk to Me” Campaign, which features Cancer Screening Nurse Navigators (CSNNs) and Cancer Care Coordinators (CCCs). This specific campaign is localized and CSNNs and CCCs will be featured on billboards in their communities.  Ms. Katurakes asked about doing a campaign for the Hispanic Community.   Ms. Henry said she would review the media plan and see if the materials will also be disseminated in Spanish. 
Lastly, Ms. Henry showed the committee draft concepts that were developed for a HPV Campaign.  The group provided feedback regarding improvements and suggestions to the concepts.  Dr. Grubbs indicated that if a client receives the HPV vaccine, they should still be advised to get a cervical cancer screening. 
Screening for Life (SFL) Update

Ms. Henry updated the committee on a policy decision related to the provision of bowel prep for SFL clients who would not be able to obtain a colonoscopy due to not being able to obtain bowel prep.  She said that SFL client who identify that obtaining bowel prep is a barrier for them will be referred to a Cancer Screening Nurse Navigator (CSNN)   The CSNN will then provide payment or reimbursement for the prep. 
DPH has received a Colorectal Cancer Screening grant from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.  The grant will provide screening reimbursement for Delawareans with an average risk of developing colorectal cancer.  That grant will not reimburse for Virtual Colonoscopy.

Ms. Henry reviewed the data for the Routine HPV testing. In fiscal year 2008, SFL did 410 tests on women an ASCUS pap or were a 1 year follow-up for an LSIL. At that time, the average cost for reimbursement for the HPV was $49.04 (Medicare rate). For Fiscal Year 2010, the cost is $51.25. Dr. Grubbs requested further analysis to include: the percentage of negative paps and if this were projected over the next two years what would be the cost savings related to not needing to reimburse for pap smears each year.  If the HPV test results are negative, there is no need for another cervical cancer screening for the next three years. Ms. Katurakes questioned when a physician does a routine pap smear, if they decide that the patient needs an HPV testing, will the patient receive a bill from that office. Ms. Henry explained that the patient should not receive a bill and that the bill should be sent to the SFL program; however Ms. Henry further explained that some labs are screening for HPV even when the physician does not order it.  Ms. Henry noted that SFL does not reimburse the labs when they do this.    
Other
Dr. Grubbs requested that the DPH review the cancer data collected related to occupation and length at place of residence to determine if collecting this information is useful or if providers can stop collecting the data.

Dr. Grubbs also requested and update on the agreement with Blue Cross Blue Shield of Delaware related to member screening data.  Ms. Henry stated that the Data Committee was working on this issue and in the interim a key staff member that had been assigned to this issue left DPH.  Ms. Henry stated that she would discuss with other Public Health staff and provide an update.  Dr. Grubbs stated that obtaining the screening data would help the insurer as well as increase the rates of screening.  Dr. Grubbs continued that essentially, the CSNNs in the field could contact those member who have not received their screenings and navigate them through the process.

Updates

Ms. Henry asked all committee members to please complete the Cancer Consortium Surveys and return to them to the registration table.

Save the Date for the Cancer Educational Alliance Workshop on Wednesday, November 18, 2009. It takes place at Delaware State University from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. This workshop will be talking about the Nutrition Science to resist Chronic Disease and Obesity. 

The Cancer Consortium Retreat is tentatively scheduled for February 15, 2010. It will be an all day event. The location has not yet been determined, but Ms. Henry will inform the committee when it is decided. 

The committee schedule was passed out for the year 2010.
On November 6, 2009, Communicable Diseases will have a Health Summit at the University of Delaware. It starts at 7:00 a.m. to 4:30 a.m. This summit will be discussing H1N1, Hepatitis, etc. 
Ms. Henry added that, we are now on the Year 2 Accomplishments Book. She asked the committee to give some feed-back on the year 1 Book and to give ideas for the Year 2. 
Meeting was adjourned by Dr. Grubbs at 11: 28 a.m.
