Membership
This committee is responsible for monitoring implementation of the recommendations of the data and research committee as well as the public information committee from the green book.  While the data and research committee is well represented, the public education committee is not.  Adequate representation will be necessary to carry out the recommendations – especially the creation of the statewide public education alliance.  Staff will contact former members of the public education committee and solicit their participation.

New members to join the group include: John Ray (Department of Education) who attended today and H.C. Moore (Delaware Cancer Registrars/Nanticoke Hospital) who will join the group in March.

Management Concepts will follow up with former members of the public education sub-committee to solicit their participation.
Progress on Recommendations

Jill Rogers provided a progress update (see meeting materials).  Specific questions related to the retrospective survey are noted below.

John Ray provided an update of DOE progress related to creation of district level school health councils.  The funds have been received by DOE, the project is underway and will be combined with existing activities related to a comprehensive approach to health promotion in the schools.  It is DOE’s goal to have school health councils active in every school in Delaware (original recommendation for every district).

Members were provided with a timeline for creation of a statewide public education alliance (see meeting materials).

ORC Macro presentation on December 11, 2004
Literature review for disparities report:

Dr. Dempsey requested comments on the presentation of the literature review.  Members felt generally that the presentation lacked detail and that the contractor was unable to answer some questions posed by the committee members.   

Additional information requested by the committee includes:

· Attributable risk for various causes of different types of cancer

· Analysis of quality of research performed 

Retrospective survey:

The draft survey tool was provided to members on Friday, January 16, 2004.  Areas of concern that need to be addressed before proceeding include:

· Comparison group – sample size, selection process, distribution

· Case group – sample size, selection process, distribution

· Validity of results 

NOTE: Draft survey questions were also reviewed by the Disparities committee today – above questions were also areas of concern in addition to contact method – phone vs. in person.  Specific information requested by the Disparities committee includes:

· Power calculations for sampling

· Confidence intervals of results to be presented

· Information regarding cancer cases:

· Role of staging in selection

At the request of the Disparities committee chair, the literature review completed by ORC Macro will be provided to both this committee and the Disparities committee prior to public release.

Jill Rogers will contact ORC Macro, obtain study protocol and answers to specific questions above and forward both to members.
Jill Rogers will forward the final report of ORC Macro’s literature review to members for comment prior to public release.

Jill Rogers will provide committee members with project specifications as detailed in the contract for review.
