Committee members reviewed and approved the November 19, 2007 Disparities Expert Resource Committee meeting minutes with one change:  under “updates/other” the date for the DCC Retreat should read February 7, 2008.


Champions of Change Update
Jill Rogers updated the committee on Champions of Change program costs – committee members had previously requested quarterly updates.

· Total program cost for FY06 and FY07 (combined) = $74,331
· Number of pledge cards in FY06 and FY07 (combined) = 323

· Number of screenings performed in FY06 and FY07 (combined) attributed to CoC outreach = 74

· Cost per valid pledge card = $74,331 / 323 cards = $230 per valid pledge card

· Cost per screening = 74,331 / 74 screenings = $1,004 per screening
Question from the September Meeting
Jill Rogers supplied an answer to the question Dr. Rivera asked at the September committee meeting regarding Screening for Life (SFL) coverage of labs located outside of DE – specifically speaking of Urologic Surgical Associates of Delaware. Ms. Rogers reported that Karen Savin of SFL spoke to Barbara Ixykowski (Office Manager) and currently all of their biopsies are done at their two sites. All specimens are sent to St. Francis Hospital using Allied Diagnostics Pathology, a current SFL provider. All PSA’s are drawn and sent to St. Francis Hospital. Hospital labs may indeed send specimens to outside labs for complex diagnosis. If this happens, SFL reimburses the hospital lab that participates with SFL and they in turn send the payment to the subcontracted lab. This is SFL’s current policy.
VIP/CHAP Presentation
Paul Roy, executive director of the Delaware Health Care Commission, made a presentation to the group about the CHAP and VIP programs.  She explained that the program originated as two very competitive federal grant opportunities that were funded simultaneously - one for planning and one for infrastructure.  When those grants ended, funding was sought and obtained from the Delaware Health Fund (tobacco settlement funds).  Ms. Roy explained that the purpose of the Delaware Health Fund was, among other things, to improve services to the uninsured and that the CHAP program was one of the founding programs from the tobacco settlement.  Ms. Roy emphasized that linking CHAP enrollees to other programs is as important as the services provided through the program itself.

Ms. Roy provided the group with the benefits, structure and program components as well as ongoing outreach and program promotion activities underway.  She explained that the target group is approximately 18,000 - 20,000 uninsured adult Delawareans and provided data about current enrollments, new enrollments, re-enrollments for the month of October 2007 and since program inception. Ms. Roy noted that the eligible population can be fluid, with enrollees' eligibility changing from month to month.

Ms. Roy also provided data obtained from the Health Risk Assessments (HRA) offered to all new CHAP enrollees.  Between September of 2006 and August of 2007, about 56% of CHAP enrollees were determined to be with at least one risk factor.  Ms. Rogers asked if data was available on how many enrollees were determined to have more than one risk factor and Ms. Roy replied that although that data was available, she did not have it with her.  Dr. Frelick asked if risk factors included socio-economic status and Ms. Roy said that they did. Dr. Rivera asked about the total program budget and Ms. Roy said that the total budget for FY 2008 is $1.25 million - all from the Delaware Health Fund.  Dr. Rivera asked for a racial/ethnic breakdown of enrollees and Ms. Roy said that that information was being prepared for the program's annual report and would be ready shortly.  She said that about 2/3 of enrollees are women and a lot of enrollees are Hispanic.  She also said that about equal proportions are white and African-American with a very small percentage Asian/Pacific Islander. Dr. Frelick asked if the breakdown would also include level of education data and Ms. Roy replied that it would.  Jill Rogers asked how many of the referrals made to programs like Screening for Life and the Quitline resulted in enrollments in those programs and Ms. Roy said that she did not have that information.  Dr. Rivera asked how the CHAP program was different from the federally funded services provided by the Federally Qualified Health Centers (FQHC).  He asked why the enrollees would not simply be referred to the FQHCs for primary care, leaving the CHAP/VIP network exclusively for specialty care.  Ms. Roy said that each was a component of the other.  She also said that the difference is that, on enrollment, CHAP participants are offered a choice of providers in their area - including an FQHC - but that the choice is ultimately that of the enrollee.  Ms. Roy emphasized that the FQHCs may not be actively conducting outreach in the community to generate their enrollees - the person may present at the FQHC and be enrolled in CHAP.  Ms. Rogers asked how many of the CHAP participants enrolled by FQHCs are new to the Centers.  Ms. Roy said that she could not say that every enrollee was new to the FQHC, but it was the intent of the program that FQHC's enroll CHAP participants who have not previously had a health home.

Ms. Roy provided data about the provider network for CHAP including county and specialty breakdowns.  Dr. Frelick asked why there were so few oncologists in the network and Ms. Rogers said that that was to be expected given that the Delaware Cancer Treatment Program reimbursed providers for cancer care provided to uninsured Delawareans.

Ms. Roy provided information about supportive services also included in the CHAP program.  These include standard discounts and write-offs agreed to by each hospital system in Delaware.  Ms. Roy explained that on CHAP member cards level A, B, C or D is indicated which corresponds to the enrollees income level and determines what discount level they will receive.  Ms. Roy said that the services included physical therapy, lab, X-ray and diagnostics.  Ms. Rogers asked how a patient would know beforehand whether the particular test or service ordered by their physician was included and Ms. Roy said that all services of those types were covered.  Dr. Rivera asked whether inpatient services were also covered at the same rates and Ms. Roy said yes.

P.J. Grier asked how, given the changing eligibility status of enrollees month to month, eligibility was determined for these services and Ms. Roy clarified that eligibility was re-determined annually and no redeterminations are done between annual re-enrollments.

Ms. Roy provided a summary of the health status evaluations that have been performed on CHAP enrollees including re-administering the HRA after one year and chart audits.  Ms. Roy cautioned that there was an insufficient number of chart audits conducted to allow for conclusions to be drawn,.  Ms. Rogers asked how many had been done and Ms. Roy said more than five.

Dr. Frelick asked whether data about services provided was available from insurance companies. Ms. Roy said that CHAP enrollees were uninsured and there would be no claims submitted to insurance companies for their care.  Ms. Rogers asked if the hospitals might list CHAP patients separately and whether data about services might be available that way.  Ms. Roy said that the hospitals report to CHAP on all of their activities.

Ms. Gonzalez asked how many of the patients who received CRC screenings were abnormal.  Ms. Roy said that CHAP didn't keep that information.  Ms. Rogers said that, if the screening was done by SFL, data for each person about screening, results, follow up, diagnostic testing and final diagnosis would be available.  Ms. Gonzalez asked how the CHAP patients could be followed up.  Similarly, Ms. Rogers asked if data was available on outcomes after referrals had been given.  Ms. Roy replied that CHAP did not currently gather that data.  Ms. Rogers asked how the actual referral took place for SFL or for other programs. Ms. Roy said that the CHAP coordinator calls the program when enrolling the participant to make the referral. 

Champions of Change Outcomes – First Quarter of FY 2008
Jill Rogers reported on the Champions of Change outcomes for the first quarter of FY 2008. Spreadsheets were handed out to committee members showing the percentage of this year’s goal met. Per DE Population Consortium and BRFS 2006 there are 16,268 unscreened African Americans (colon cancer only) in DE. Currently the database only tracks race for colorectal cancer but screening goals encompass breast, cervical and prostate also. Ava Stallings-Davis asked for contact information for the CoC contacts that provided the numbers for the quarterly report. Ms. Rogers agreed to have this information available at the next committee meeting.

The next Delaware Cancer Consortium Disparities Committee meeting has been scheduled for Tuesday, January 22, 2008 at Delaware Technical Community College in Dover, DE. (Note – Monday in a holiday)
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
