Legislative and Public Policy Update
Excise tax - The committee wishes to pursue avenues to increase the excise tax on a pack of cigarettes to at least $1.00 (currently 55 cents).  The IMPACT Coalition was scheduled to meet the next day with the excise tax as an agenda item.  [Note:  The draft IMPACT public policy committee agenda provided at the meeting included increasing the excise tax on a pack of cigarettes to at least $1.00 and increase the excise tax on smokeless tobacco from 15% (of wholesale) to 30%.  The IMPACT Public Policy committee will continue to determine the strategy to reach that objective.]  The Midwest Academy may be a resource to pursue to assist with the excise tax issue.

There were concerns expressed about the IMPACT Coalition not meeting in a while.  The DCC tobacco committee concerns were brought up at the IMPACT Meeting held the day after our meeting (Sept 20th).  The IMPACT Coalition stated that meetings will be held on a regular basis.

There were meetings that were canceled due to scheduling conflicts with other events (including DCC events).

The committee will determine what attributes they are looking for to select potential members.  For example, does their organization have access to people who are affected by tobacco use, at risk of tobacco use, or are targeted by tobacco industry?  To become a member of the committee a person must fill out an application which is reviewed by the Delaware Cancer Consortium Executive Council.

Youth Smoking Data
The 2004 Youth Tobacco Survey report was released.  The data shows that youth smoking continues to decline.  This is true of both middle school and high school students.  The report is available on the internet at http://www.state.de.us/drugfree/data.htm.

The committee will review data from Steve Martin to plot youth tobacco use over time and compare increase in state excise tax and youth smoking in Delaware.
Secondhand Smoke

DPH will soon have a social marketing campaign to encourage smokers not to smoke in their homes or cars.  The campaign will include new information from the recently released California EPA report that shows a link between secondhand smoke exposure of young women to breast cancer.

On November 17th Christiana Care will become totally smoke free.  The Committee will work to encourage other healthcare facilities to do the same.
